In drama, pupils will use a range of techniques to gain a deeper understanding of life in Ancient Egypt. 





Art / Technologies


Children will be choosing and exploring a variety of materials to create artefacts and displays linked to Ancient Egypt. 








Language and Literacy


Reading–Pupils will be using what they know about the features of different types of texts to find, select, sort and use information for a specific purpose.


Writing–By considering the type of text they are creating, pupils will practise selecting ideas and relevant information, organising these in a logical sequence and use words which will be interesting and / or useful to others.


Grammar–The pupils will continue to work on sentence structure.


Handwriting–We will continue to work on joining letters.


Spelling – Pupils will continue to learn new spelling patterns and tricky words.











Mathematics and numeracy 


We will be developing our knowledge and understanding of numbers to 100 / 1000 and practising our addition and subtraction skills, exploring multiplication and division and practising word problems. 


Our Ancient Egypt theme will provide many opportunities to extend our knowledge and understanding of shape and pattern.

In P.E. the pupils will be working on gymnastics. 


Pupils will continue to develop social skills, such as active listening, as they work with their peers and their co-operative learning team.








Topic - Through this learning wall approach pupils will have a voice in determining the key questions that will be explored and studied as they develop an understanding of the life, beliefs and customs of the ancient Egyptians. This means as they develop skills in broadening their understanding of people in the past, explore and evaluate different types of sources and evidence and explore and link people and events in time and place, they are able to pursue their own interests. Children will be provided with further opportunities for personal achievement through learning at home activities which will include a personal research project.
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
