Language and Literacy


We will continue to cover the sounds at the children’s pace of learning and begin to use the sounds to build 3 and 4 letter words. We will also begin a weekly writing lesson in class and so 3 sounds will now be covered per week. This term the children will also begin reading books using the ORT scheme, they will read 1 book per week and keywords will be sent home with activities for children to complete.








Topic Week 1


Children will find out about and give a talk on a favourite toy of an older person eg. Grandparent.

Topic Week 3


This week we will be learning about forces that make toys work or go. We will be focussing on push and pull and beginning to learn a little about gravity. We will be conducting lots of experiments and beginning to create hypothesis about what we think might happen.








Topic Week 2


This week children will continue to learn about the forces which make toys move and they will be carrying out experiments to find out factors which can influence this. 











Topic Week 4


Children will visit the Museum of Childhood to further consolidate our learning.








PE will continue to be on Monday and Wednesday afternoons.


Our Library time will be on a Tuesday afternoon.








Health and Wellbeing 


This period we will be doing gymnastics in our PE sessions. In our other health lesson we will be learning about the importance of making healthy choices and how what we eat and drink can help our bodies to grow and stay healthy. We will also continue to have healthy snack charts in class.














Mathematics and numeracy 


We will be focussing on numbers up to 10 this period and beginning to count forwards and backwards to 20. We will be learning to read, write, count and order numbers to 10 (and if appropriate beyond).  We will also be learning about sorting, matching and making patterns. 








Expressive Arts


We will be making puppets and using them to create mini puppet shows.
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
