You can research using the internet or books you have at home or perhaps you have a TV programme that will help?
We will share your project with the class when we return to school.
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3.   A Design Challenge!
We have been learning about engineering this period.  I have an engineering challenge for you!

Using old newspapers and sticky tape, can you design a chair that is strong enough to hold a person?

Think about what shapes are strong and how you can change the normal properties of paper to make it stronger?

HINT: this is not about strengthening the paper with the sticky tape.  It is the paper itself which can be engineered to create a strong and stable platform.

Think of ancient Rome and their buildings!
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Take photographs of your final design.  Or even better, bring it in to school to show us!
