Language and Literacy

Topic Week 3


What is biodiversity? Children will identify diversity ‘hotspots’ and begin to explore how animal and plants support each others survival.





Topic Week 2


We will explore the issues surrounding deforestation including the problems it presents to the survival of the rainforest and the well-being of the planet.





Topic Week 4


The children will use and create food chains and webs to show understanding of interdependence. They will classify species in the chains.





Modern Languages

Topic Week 5
