	Topic / Project Title:
	The Victorians

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 5/6 will be conducting group research to find out about various aspects of Victorian life, before presenting their findings to the class through the medium of a short video.
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Language and Literacy





We will continue to read group novels to help improve our comprehension skills and the skills of reading aloud.  We will be learning to find information in non-fiction books using various methods, such as skim and scan.

In grammar we will be looking at direct speech and key language conventions.
