	Topic / Project Title:
	 Oceans 

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 6/7 collectively agreed that this was a topic that was relevant, engaging and encapsulated many of their interests in the world around them.  We will look at both the social and scientific elements of the World’s oceans in this interesting and diverse topic.     
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Week 1 + 2 Why is sea water salty?


I can describe the properties of salt water.


I can conduct an experiment.


I understand and can describe the process scientists believe made sea water salty. 








Language and Literacy


Reading – in the early stages of the period the focus will be on poetry and in the final few weeks we will be looking at research skills and information handling from non-fiction.


Writing – To link with our reading, we will focus on first poetry and then discursive writing techniques. 


Grammar – Mrs Leonard will teach grammar on a Thursday, consolidated by Mrs Pleasance, and the focus will be using prefixes and then consolidating and developing punctuation for more complex sentence structures. 


Listening and Talking – Pupils will prepare and present a short personal talk this period.  Linked to our writing last period, pupils will create a 5 minute persuasive talk on a subject they want everyone else to love too.


 French – Work will continue with a focus on family, vocab and conversational skills and move on to food and drink.
