	Topic / Project Title:
	The Industrial Revolution/ New Lanark

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 5 will be learning about the changes which took place in Britain due to the Industrial Revolution, focusing primarily on the Textile Industry following our residential trip to New Lanark.
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Language and Literacy





Each group will read on a different day. We will be reading group novels to help improve our comprehension skills and the skills of reading aloud.  We will be learning to find information in non-fiction books using various methods, such as skim and scan. 


We will be writing diary entries linked to our topic work, and we will be learning how to self and peer assess effectively.


Mrs MacInnes will follow a progressive handwriting programme with the class each week.





Topic – The Industrial


Revolution








We will be learning about the Industrial Revolution, looking more specifically at New Lanark.


We will be looking at the advantages and disadvantages of living in the towns and also the conditions in which the mill workers lived. We will look at the various jobs within the mills and how conditions were different for people living at New Lanark. We will study the new technologies and understand the role of the water wheel at New Lanark.


We will investigate Robert Owen and the changes he implemented.





Within the class, small groups have begun researching some questions about the Victorians which they would like answered. Each group will have one minute in which to present their findings. This will form part of a P5/6 film which will be shown at the Tynewater Film Festival. The categories chosen were Victorian fashion, Victorian School Days, Victorian Industry and Queen Victoria.


The children will have to plan their section very precisely and effectively in order to show their learning. They will be learning how to use i-movie on the i-Pads, how to use a microphone effectively and how to edit their individual sections.





This term the children will require their P.E kit on a Tuesday and a Thursday.


Maths and Spelling homework will be issued on a Monday and each reading group will have homework due in for a different day.





The Industrial Revolution





Mathematics and numeracy 





We will be looking at Time in maths this period. We will be reading the clock face, working with 12 and 24 hour time and calculating time durations. We will work on number bonds as part of our mental maths. Each week we will undertake problem solving and enquiry.





Modern Languages





The children will be learning both French and Spanish this term. In Spanish we will be learning some introductory vocabulary, numbers to 10 and how to say our name and age.
