	Information for Parents - Outline Plan for Learning and Teaching 

	Topic / Project Title:
	London

	Context relevant to the children:
	15 P7 pupils are visiting London for a week long study visit and this project will capitalise on their enthusiasm and develop the experiences they have whilst on the trip.  
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London


Drawing on the pupils’ interests we will focus on key historical events in London’s past; the great fire, the blitz, Medieval London, the tower of London, the development of nationwide democracy based at Westminster.


We will also reflect on contemporary London and it’s role within the UK and the wider world. We will look at London transport, tourism and its multicultural population.


Much of this topic will be fed by the pupils excitement about and then motivation to share their learning from their trip to London as a class with Mr Lawson.
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Language and Literacy


Pupils will read in groups a novel and work on strategies to deepen their comprehension (inference, questioning, visualizing, clarifying, retrieving and making connections) 


In writing, we will start with creative writing, focussing on The Blitz and crafting an exciting story over a number of weeks.


The new spelling work books provide a longer list which will be studied and the rule consolidated over a two week period. 


Twice weekly punctuation practise will develop pupils range and confidence in using more ambitious punctuation. 
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The P7 school jumper order forms will beissued shortly. 





Health and Wellbeing  In P.E we will be doing a block of Kwik cricket.  Each week children will work on a variety of actities to develop batting and fielding skills.  We will begin with small skill sessions developing into a full game of kwick cricket.  


P7 will also be leading the school in Rights Respecting School Award (RRSA).








As an ongoing focus in P7, pupils will be thinking about and reflecting on their mindset, in particular in relation to their learning - Fixed or Growth? It is hoped that this will make them more resilient and independent learners. 











Modern Languages


The children will be learning both French and Spanish this term. In Spanish we will be learning some introductory vocabulary, numbers to 10 and how to say our name and age.  In French we will be learning conversational French and building on our vocabulary knowledge.
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Mathematics and numeracy 


In data handling we will be looking at a variety of ways to collect and present data.  We will be able to draw conclusions from the information displayed.


Pupils will also be increasing their ability to work with numbers up to billions and this will lead us, through a continued focus on place value, into working with decimals. 
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This term the children will require their P.E kit on a Tuesday and a Thursday.


Maths and Spelling homework will be issued on a Monday and each reading group will have homework due in for a different day.
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
