	Topic / Project Title:
	The Unsinkable Ship

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 5 will be working as Secret Agents across the curriculum to raise the Titanic from her watery grave and bring her to life in the classroom.
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This term the children will require their P.E kit on a Tuesday and a Thursday.

Topic – The Unsinkable Ship

Language and Literacy
