Language and Literacy


In reading we will continue with group novels. We will develop our enjoyment and choice with a weekly visit to the school library. 


We will revise and consolidate our comprehension strategies, focussing on the areas covered so far this year.

Topic Week 2

Topic Week 4


Our rainforest topic will begin this week. We will use atlases to identify and name the rainforests of the world, as well as identifying key features.

Mathematics and numeracy

We will continue to explore strategies for addition and subtraction and make links between multiplication and division. We will consolidate our knowledge of 3D shape and apply our knowledge of data handling to our topic.





The Midlothian Numeracy programme will be the reference point for all planned work. Big Maths will be used as a mental maths resource.








Learning At Home (LAH)


Homework will follow the same format this term. Pupils will receive a weekly reading book with set pages each night. Active spelling tasks will be given as well as a maths LAH activity relating to work covered in class.





Topic Week 5
