	Topic / Project Title:
	The Unsinkable Ship/ Food Technology

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 5 will continue their learning about the Titanic and organise a themed event to share their learning with others.
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Language and Literacy





This term our focus is reading and writing poetry, in particular Scots poetry. We will also be writing various pieces linked to our topic work.


We will look at and discuss a piece of shared text as a class and continue to read group novels, following these up with reading activities.


Each week we will follow a progressive handwriting programme, working on ascenders, descenders and joining letters correctly.

Maths, Spelling and Reading homework will be issued on a Monday and due in on a Friday.





Topic – The Unsinkable Ship
