	Topic / Project Title:
	Topical science 

	Context relevant to the children:
	In response to the children’s enthusiasm for science, pupils will focus on ‘being scientists’ across the three main science disciplines: chemistry, biology and physics.  
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Language and Literacy


This period we will read a whole class novel, The Time and Space of Uncle Albert, which will link with our class topic.  This novel deals with some very complex scientific themes and will be a great vehicle to open up further discussions. We will also link our writing with topic, looking at both scientific reports and imaginative writing.   In grammar we will continue to develop our accuracy of punctuating paragraphs accurately using various punctuation marks.  We will also be looking at active and passive verbs.  Spelling and dictation will continue weekly. 
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Health and Wellbeing  


We will spend time working towards the indoor athletics tournament this period. We will focus on running, jumping and throwing.  We will also be doing a series of lessons using Bounce Back a classroom resiliency program.  This will look at core values: being honest, fair, responsible and loyal.








Each week some pupils will be given the opportunity to create their own Blog about their learning and will share it with the class (not online).  I hope this will be a further means to opening up healthy and useful dialogue about learning at school. 











P7 Profiles


Primary 7 will begin their profiles for High School this term.  These will be added to and updated in the run up to July. 








Mathematics and numeracy 


In maths we will build on the new system of a 20-minute rotation cycle to structure maths lessons.  We will consolidate our work on fractions with games and develop this to make links with percentages.  We will also look at angles, area and perimeter. 
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Science


Our topic this coming period will focus on science.  Partly in preparation for meeting the three main science disciplines at school, partly to tie in with topical science, we will focus on chemistry, biology and physics.  We will conduct experiments and develop our understanding of the ‘scientific method’, as well as writing scientific reports.  We will look at current science news and link these with their wider social and ethical ramifications.  As part of this topic we will try to explore careers and applications of the various science disciplines.
