	Natural Disasters

	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 5 will be learning about the geographical features behind natural disasters and undertaking practical experiments.
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Language and Literacy





As we have been undertaking assessments, this term we will continue to focus on newspaper articles in writing. We wll write about natural disasters. We will re-visit headlines, format and layout.





We will look at the key features of non-fiction texts and read these within our reading groups, following them up with reading activities.
