	The Eco School Topic in P5 is also Littering, with an emphasis on paper wastage. They are planning to:
· Ask the office staff to reuse envelopes by sticking a new label over the old address.

	
	P2 and 3 Eco School Topic is ‘Biodiversity and the School Grounds.’ They have been looking at ways to improve the Sensory Garden. Ideas include a sandpit, a tree house and planting Xmas and fruit trees.
