French – Pupils will be learning French


with Mrs Leonard. We will be revising


numbers, colours, days of the week and weather.  Children will also be using conversational French in small groups.








Language and Literacy


We will continue to read in reading groups, but the focus will 


shift for many from reading aloud to developing pupils’ independent reading, comprehension, understanding and ability to reflect on themes within a text. The focus will be on fiction books. 


We will still spend time revising and learning new phonics and spelling patterns which we will reinforce through LAH and daily practise. 


In writing, we will focus on imaginative story writing. We will look at the structure of a good narrative story; improve our writing at a sentence level by learning about connectives and focus on the words we select to make our writing more ambitious by using a thesaurus. 





Mathematics and numeracy 


Numeracy - Most of Primary 4 will focus this period on developing their understanding of fractions, an area identified as needing consolidation and revision after the long summer break.  This will include understanding fraction language and notation, identifying fractions of a shape and moving on to calculating fractions of a set and equivalent fractions. This is almost always a tricky area of mathematics, so time will be spent ensuring pupils have a firm grasp of the basics. We will also spend time revising place value, another foundation principle of all numeracy, and develop this by looking at larger numbers. 


Maths - The focus this period will be on 2D and 3D shapes. 





Health and Wellbeing In P.E we will continue to focus on possession games, developing varied ball skills, learning to play different roles and reflecting on the importance of sportsmanship.  
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
