	We will be examining the lifestyle and culture of citizens in Spanish speaking countries, in an inter-disciplinary way. Many lessons will be taught in a rotational format, with appropriate differentiation in place.
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Language and Literacy


Our reading focus this term will be developing our knowledge of fact and opinion and our ability to make predictions. We will promote reading for enjoyment by organising a book swap for the upper atrium.





In writing we will focus on imaginative writing.


We will focus on a different aspect of planning development each week. To develop our imaginative writing we will focus on characters, setting, plot and story openers, developing our ability to plan effectively.








Social Studies


P5-7 will be making use of our 


excellent Spanish trainee teachers. We are lucky enough to have Miss Ferré and Miss Moncusi, to draw on their knowledge and experience of Spain. This will allow us to have an in depth look at comparative cultural studies, and is one of the reasons why we are undertaking this topic. As well as looking at Spanish culture around the globe, the children will learn about various foods and traditions.  
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 Religious and Moral Education


P5-7 will be learning about Catholic festivals which are celebrated in Spain. We will be comparing and contrasting these with Scottish traditions. We will begin the topic with the triduum festival of Allhallowtide.








Technologies - ICT





P5-7 will be learning to research, create and publish a document related to learning in our topic. This will help them gain the confidence and skills to use and embrace technologies independently, both in school and at home.














Mathematics and numeracy 


We continue with math rotations this term ensuring broad coverage of the main skills – addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. 


Maths facts will be reinforced using the xtra math programme and can also be used at home.


The basic math fact progression table will be used to develop super fast recall of all the basic facts.


We will develop our understanding of fractions, making links to decimals and percentages and demonstrate our understanding through a variety of activities.





Expressive Arts


P5-7 will be exposed to, and taking 


part in, a variety of Spanish music and dance. We will be looking at Spanish artists, and using them as an inspiration for our own arts and crafts.
