Pupil Voice – through exploring and playing with a range of toys during our topic introduction we have come up with a number of questions. We will try to answer these throughout our topic. 





How do we make things balance?  How do things fly?  How do propellers work? Why do things change direction when they hit something else? How does a yo-yo work? How are toys made?  How does push/pull work?  How do things move without an engine?  How can we measure towers of bricks?  How many bricks do we need to reach the ceiling? How do bricks fit together?  How do bricks balance?  How tall can we make towers until they fall over?  What toys float/sink?  How did salt get into the sea?  How heavy is water? Could we make our own board games? 





Inter Disciplinary Learning – Toys

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Mathematics and Numeracy


In Numeracy, we are continuing to learn to recognise, say and write the numbers to 20/100. We will use practical materials to continue to count on and count back and use this to develop strategies for addition and subtraction.
