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Mathematics and Numeracy


In Numeracy, we are continuing to learn to recognise, say and write the numbers to 20/100. We will use practical materials to continue to count on and count back and use this to develop strategies for addition and subtraction. In Mathematics we are continuing to learn how to tell the time and are naming and identifying the properties of 3d shapes. .
