	Topic / Project Title:
	The Rainforest. 



	Context relevant to the children:
	Primary 4 will learn about the rainforest; its location, climate, habitat, threats and how people live there.  This will be an active, creative and exciting project!
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Language and Literacy


Reading this period will focus on reading non-fiction, and pupils will expand their experiences of using the features of non-fiction  texts to find, select and capture information.  There will be a particular focus on effective note-taking. 


Linking with our topic, and our reading focus on non-fiction texts, pupils will focus this period on report writing. They will use their effective notes to generate their own short pieces of non-fiction. For those who are ready, paragraphs will also be explored further and the use of effective introductions and conclusions will be built upon. 


We will continue with our weekly spelling rules – practise and consolidation. 


 








Modern Languages


We will continue with conversational French and use role play to develop our confidence in introducing ourselves and asking simple questions.  Our topic will be pets and 


Animals where we will learn the new French vocabulary for names of pets/animals.
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How can you support learning at home?


Read/explore a variety of non-fiction texts and share them with your child.  Encourage them to practise their basic facts and weekly spellings through LAH and in any spare moments.  Keep it short and fun.  Encourage your child to share any wider achievements at school and, if anything relevant to our class topic is discovered, we would love to see/hear it!








Rights Respecting School We will link our learning about indigenous Amazonian peoples to the rights of the children residing there (right to health care, education, individual beliefs amongst others).  We will also look at how the class feel their right to be heard comes to bear in the classroom, and explore ways of making this more explicit.  





Mathematics and numeracy 


We will continue to develop our knowledge of addition and subtraction facts through our Basic Facts programme. This will support pupils’ ability to complete operations mentally and increase confidence.  We will also look at larger addition and subtraction challenges and explore mental and formal written strategies to tackle them. In particular, we will focus on the reading of worded problems, to improve pupils’ overall ability to work out what needs to be done. 


We will continue with data handling where the children will interpret various graphs and work in small groups to collect data and present their findings in various ways.





The Rainforest.


Our topic this period will be the rainforest. The exact nature of our investigations will be generated by the class, but it is anticipated that we will look at the geography of rainforests, where they are located, their habitat and the impact of climate and environment on the things that live there. We will learn about plants, animals and humans. We will also explore what is threatening the rainforest and what we can do to help. 


We will go on a study visit to the Edinburgh Botanic Gardens and take part in a Rainforest Explorer workshop.
