	WWII ‘The Scottish home front’


	Context relevant to the children:
	Relating real life historical events to their own lives and experiences.
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Language and Literacy


In reading we will be looking at Friedrich, a WWII themed novel. Children are also encouraged to bring in and read other novels for pleasure, related to WWII (I have quite a few titles they are welcome to borrow and return at any time).


In writing we will be learning to create instructions and revise some of the key elements of letter writing, both of these will be linked to our topic.

HWB


We have resumed the daily mile and hope to see an improvement in fitness levels prior to undertaking cross country. Pupils should dress appropriately for the outdoors everyday coming to school and should keep spare trainers and dry socks in school. 








WWII





We will be learning about this topic between February 27th and 17th of March.  We will then have a puppet festival 20th-31st of March and we will return to WWII as part of social studies and literacy ‘periods’ in our ‘high school’ themed final term. Assessments and High School transition... 


P7 will be practicing some basics in maths and literacy to brush up on skills they may be rusty with. We will be revising reading comprehension questions, punctuation and letter writing in literacy. In maths we will be revising symmetry, money and simple algebraic expressions. This aims to remind us of the importance of a growth mindset: To keep trying, and not panic, in the face of upcoming assessments and secondary school transition. 








Technologies 


P7 will be using a variety of technology skills and a range of resources to tackle technology challenges, often requiring and testing their knowledge of ‘instructional writing’!  (Whether or not this will mean they are able to help you build IKEA furniture remains to be seen! ()














Mathematics and numeracy 


We will continue to use ‘Sumdog’ for some class time and for extra homework. Due to pupil and parent demand (wanting to work through and see your child’s maths work) we are moving all maths HW to written. This will be handed out on Monday, and is due in for Friday where we will mark together in class before handing out again the following Monday. This programme will test a wide range of maths skills to help consolidate your child’s learning. (Sumdog uses the ‘Khan academy’- please encourage your child to show you this at the end of any Sumdog maths game.). Children will be completing testing and retesting to help them revise their maths targets, hopefully improving and setting new targets.


Should you wish more help or more work in a specific area- please just ask- I have lots and lots of resources and I am happy to share.





Expressive Arts


P7 will have art with Miss Goodwin this term, and be working on a range of stimulus and media to help enrich their topic learning.


 








Social Studies


Pupils will be learning a variety of skills, with particular reference to Scottish history, comparing their own lives to that of children and families in WWII. Please encourage them to ask, find and bring in any and all evidence they can find out. The more personal their connection to WWII, the better.
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Parents: Thank you for your help with our topic, including writing and returning letters and all other duties you have or are going to help with!   Puppet Festival: We will be breaking with the ‘normal’ classroom routine in the last 2 weeks prior to the Easter break to utilise our literacy and creativity skills in a whole school puppet festival. Pupils will make, storyboard, script and perform- so watch this space. A date for the film and for our VE day celebration will take place after Easter...
