	Topic / Project Title:
	From Farm to Fork


	Context relevant to the children:
	Drawing on the children’s understanding and experience of their rural landscape, we will explore agriculture in Scotland and how the food we eat arrives on our plate. We will also look at the global issues surrounding our food. 
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Modern Languages 


Our topic will be classroom objects where we will learn the new French vocabulary for objects we might find in our pencil cases or school bags.  Children will use role play and games to reinforce the French language.





Literacy


This period our literacy focus will be on poetry. We will be reading and writing poetry as well as studying it for style, layout, language choice and expressing our opinions about different kinds of poetry. 
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Mathematics and numeracy 


In our numeracy work this period we will be increasing our confidence in counting to 1000 and beyond, looking at counting both forwards and backwards, over tricky decades and counting in jumps. We will also look at rounding numbers, finding missing numbers in sequences and some of us will begin to look at decimals.  We will apply all of this new confidence to the addition and subtraction skills we already have.  Times tables are always ongoing. 


In P4, we will also look at both weight and length, focusing on the language used and how to read various scales.
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From Farm to Fork


Throughout this interesting and relevant topic, we will investigate how our food arrives on our plates.  We will look at the historical changes that have changed how and what we eat, we will look at what is produced around us locally as well as the part Scotland plays in providing food for the UK and globally. We will link this with a reflection on ‘food miles’, sustainability and fair trade.  We will be going on a study visit to Whitburgh Farm and taking part in a food and farming festival at Arniston House in Gorebridge.
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Rights Respecting School We will link our learning this period with the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child by exploring our right to safe and nutritious food, as well as the right of all children to have their basic needs met.  We will link this to fair trade and fair treatment of all children.
