	Context relevant to the children:
	Preparation, thought and being comfortable and ready for the demands and differences of high school.
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Language and Literacy


In reading we will focussing on our class novels ‘Friedrich’ and ‘The Boy in the Striped Pyjamas’ (The film can be accessed on BBC iplayer until Mid May). This will link to our WWII history learning and our RME lessons in Judaism.  In Writing we are beginning an assessed unit in discursive writing, where pupils will be expected to write a range of balanced arguments on a number of different topics.

Technologies 


P7 will be using a variety of technology skills and a range of resources to compile their P7 profiles. These are important documents and records for High School. Children are also encouraged to use new applications including Reading Cloud and Charanga and have been issued passwords and instructions to use these. 














Mathematics and numeracy 


We will be using real life maths skills to create, meet and manage our timetable. Please support this at home by asking children about their timetable, subjects, times and planning for future events (I.e. various homework submission dates for different classes). 


This may sound simple, but is real life mathematics and an incredibly useful life skill for all of the children and will be a target area of learning for all pupils alongside their own next steps, which they will continually set by looking at concepts that they still find tricky and need parent or teacher support with. 


Children will be retesting previous concepts only, to help them revise their maths targets, improving and setting new targets independently. This will be cemented by consolidation work set as learning for Home and revised and marked together in class.
