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Expressive Arts


Art: we are aiming to recreate and transform our classroom/atrium into a magical fairyland. We will have art with Ms Goodwin this term. 





Music: we are developing our counting and rhythm through drumming with Infectious Grooves 





Social Subjects





We have received a letter from a dragon informing us that Fairyland has disappeared and that he needs our help to recreate it. We will read lots of fairytales to help us think about what we need to rebuild Fairyland. The dragon asked the class to read ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ we have immediately begun building our magic beanstalk and creating leaves. We will meet more fairytale characters as we receive more letters from the dragon. 
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Language and Literacy





Enjoyment and Choice: We are using the class library and our school library to choose stories to share.  We are sharing stories in class and discussing our likes and dislikes. 





Tools for reading: We are learning to recognise, say and write sounds following our Jolly Phonics programme. We are also learning how to blend the sounds together to read and make words.
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Mathematics and Numeracy
