	Context relevant to the children:
	Preparation, thought and being comfortable and ready for the demands and differences of high school.
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Language and Literacy


In literacy lessons we are developing our ability to edit, correct and self assess to further develop our understanding of grammar and confidently make improvements to our own work .  We will self select our reading material this term and continue to use Accelerated reader to track our progress.


In Writing we are beginning an assessed unit in discursive writing, where pupils will be expected to write a range of balanced arguments on a number of different topics.








HWB


We will be setting up guidance classes to speak to pupils about their progress and transition into S1. Pupils will also be learning about practises for safely storing, preparing and cooking food. In PE we will be experiencing a variety of sports allowing us to transfer our skills.








HIGH


SCHOOL


Pupils will have a focussed look at what it is like to learn on a high school timetable with specific ‘periods’ of learning.














Business Studies and Enterprise


Pupils will be set a challenge to plan, raise money and manage their own ‘prom’ ‘leaving celebration’. 


We will also contact our local supermarket to request their help in preparing for the languages 1+2 transition event and finalise our plans for the class stall.





Technologies 


P7 will be using a variety of technology skills and a range of resources to compile their P7 profiles. These are important documents and records for High School. Pupils will be able to log into glow and edit and improve their work both at home and in class. Children are also encouraged to use new applications including Reading Cloud and Charanga and have been issued passwords and instructions to use these. 














Mathematics and numeracy 





We will be using real life maths skills to create, meet and manage our timetable. 





We continue with math rotations this term ensuring broad coverage of the main skills – addition, subtraction, multiplication and division using the basic facts progression. 


Transition exercises for High School will also be completed by pupils.





Children will be retesting previous concepts, to help them revise their maths targets, improving and setting new targets independently. This will be cemented by consolidation work set as learning for Home and revised and marked together in class.








Expressive Arts


In Art pupils will undertake an artist study and recreate a piece in the artist’s style.


 We include a period of music/dance or drama each week. 








Social Studies


In history pupils will be preparing for our 10 year celebration by undertaking research into the history of schools in Pathhead. We hope to speak to some former pupils about their experiences and make comparisons with our own. Our findings will form our display for the exhibition to be shared at the 10 year anniversary event in June. 
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
